B CAPACITY
- What is your capacity for processing, digital imaging,
catalog creation and design and web sharing?



Condition
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- Bite the bullet. You must be willing to admit
past mistakes and decide what of your
current digital layout to scrap and what to
keep. The sooner you do that, the sooner
you are on your way to a robust digital
collection.
